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INTRODUCTION  
 

The Government of Barbados felt the need of a labour market information system (LMIS) and 

the Ministry of Labour, Social Security and Third Sector was entrusted with the job of 

collecting data on the LMIS.  

 

These indicators are critical to making/ informing decisions that will shape the labour market 

in the post-pandemic period. They will act as a hinge-Ǉƛƴ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ DƻǾŜǊƴƳŜƴǘΩǎ ŀǘǘŜƳǇǘǎ ǘƻ 

advance a people-centeric development agenda as captured in the Barbados Economic 

Recovery and Transformation (BERT) Plan 2022 and build on previous efforts to jump-start 

accurate and timely update of labour market information to be used in decision making 

processes.   

 

The work of the Ministry of Labour spans many elements of BERT 2022 in the coming three 

years. The specific elements of the plan with relevance to the portfolios of labour, social 

security and the third sector include: 

 

¶ Enhanced skills training and education including via online methods,  

¶ Enhancing the human resource capacity of the population; 

¶ Developing niche sectors in highly skilled knowledge based economies; 

¶ Promoting economic diversification through developing niche sectors in a high 

skilled, knowledge based economy that is tech-heavy, carbon neutral, marine-

conscious; and fueled by innovation and creativity; 

¶ Making Government an enabler to enhancing productivity, competitiveness and 

service excellence, towards achieving higher local and foreign direct investment in 

traditional economic sectors; 

¶ Adoption of more open and flexible labour market policies to support stronger 

equitable resilient growth; and 

¶ Maintaining social cohesion through investment in social development and poverty 

eradication. 

These areas of responsibility can only be successfully undertaken if there is a reasonable 

understanding of the challenges and other data gaps presently existing in the labour and 

social sectors. This can be curtailed if there is the provision of accurate and verifiable data 

from all stakeholders involved in the process. 

 

The creation of a LMIS must be predicated on this data gathering and data analysis work and 

the bulk of this activity is executed within the Manpower, Research and Statistical Unit

(MRSU) as this Unit is the data repository for the Ministry of Labour. The compilation of these 

indicators stands as a first step in achieving the national targets outlined in the BERT 2022.
